Household Contacts

Where a student is a household contact of a positive case (that is, they have spent
more than four hours with someone who has COVID-19 inside a house, accommoda-
tion, or care facllity) they must inform the school.

Household and household-ike contacts are no longer required to quarantine as long
as they take additional safety measures in the 7 days that would have been their
quarantine period.
