Reason Once your child is calm, now it is time to talk
about alternatives to behaviors while reinforcing limits you set
Q before. You can reassure them you love them but that the
'a‘ behavior they're exhibiting is not ok.

Until a child is requlated, they are unlikely to related to you
(feel connected & comfortable). And until a child is related, they
are unlikely to have the mental capacity to reason with you.
